Fishermen and boat users in Hayle fear that shifting sands
are making the harbour channel dangerous and almost
impossible to navigate.They are concerned that unless
harbour owners ING Real Estate invest seriously in a
sluicing and dredging regime, yachts and smaller fishing
boats could be sunk as they dog-leg their way in and out of
the port.

The Harbour Users Association (HUA) has commissioned
an aerial photograph which reveals how far the channel has
deviated from its previous path.

The view clearly shows a shallow and meandering river
which has moved some way to the east of a line of poles marking out its usual route.
